Engine 2 (2007 Pierce) Activating CAFS 2008:02 

 
Outlined below is the proper sequence for activating the CAFS system for Engine 2 as outlined in 
the training guide, Section 3 provided by Pierce Manufacturing. 

1.  Engage apparatus into pump mode and establish a 
water supply to the pump (Tank to Pump). 

4.  Engage Husky Foam System.  Default is .5%.  
Adjust to desired percentage if needed using the 
mode button selected to CLASS A FOAM 

5.  Partially Open the desired discharge  enough so 
your fist will fit between the panel and the T Handle. 

2.  Ensure that all CAFS toggle switches at each 
discharge is in the off position.   Treat each CAFS toggle 
switch as it were a charged water valve.  Having an air 
valve active when the CAFS is engaged will charge the 
line with air.  Engine must be at idle in order to activate 
CAFS Compressor. 

6.  Open the CAFS Air Valve using the toggle switch 
to begin adding air to the system.  The discharge will 
now be delivering compressed air foam.   

3.  Turn on Hercules CAFS Compressor by using the 
On/Off Toggle Switch.  Check that the Mode switch is 
in the AUTO position.  Do not operate in MANUAL 
mode.  In Auto mode the computer will regulate the air 
pressure based on water flow rates.
