Advancing Initial Handline
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Purpose: 
 To establish a uniform procedure for advancing the initial handline and placing it into operation at the proper pressure.

Scope: 
This method of deploying a handline shall be used when it is necessary to have a minimum flow of 100 gpm at the nozzle.  Examples are car fires, dumpster fires, structure fires, etc…
1. Upon arrival, the Officer gives the initial size up to fire alarm and communicates to the crew which line shall be deployed.  The Driver stops the vehicle, applies the air brake and places the vehicle into pump.
2. After dismounting the vehicle, the driver deploys the wheel chocks.  The officer and / or the backstep firefighter (with irons) advances the handline.  The driver shall ensure that all remaining hose is properly deployed out of the hose bed.
3. The nozzleman will signal for water to charge the line, specifying which line they are operating (Trashline, Red Line, Yellow Line, Etc…)   and the driver will then charge the line to the proper pressure.  Once this is completed, the driver will finish donning all PPE and assist the attack crew as needed.
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
